Contest Results 

Cornish contest results have not been included here but are recorded in a separate paper entitled Cornish Contest Archive. 

 

Band Names: 

Unfortunately newpaper reporters, and even the bands themselves, have not been careful to use the correct current band name 

making it difficult to determine exactly to which band a statement refers. 

 

Musical Directors: 

The term Musical Director has generally been used and, in most cases, includes bandmaster and resident conductor. 

 

Types of Bands: 

Whilst brass bands are the primary interest of this archive, other models have been included. 

 

Volunteer Military Bands: 

In the 1850s, Britain there was a growing military threat from France and in May 1859 the a Volunteer Force was formed as a citizen 

army of part-time rifle and artillery volunteers to support the British Army stretched by oversea commitments. These were locally 

raised volunteer corps and by October 1860 there were 22 sub-divisions in Cornwall each consisting of about 100 men. Most of the 

major towns had a core with Truro having two. These were placed into two battalions: the 1st Volunteer Battalion based in Penzance 

and the 2nd Volunteer Battalion based in Bodmin. 

 

In 1881 the organisation was rationalised and the corps were brought into the new county regimental structure with the names of 

the 1st and 2nd Volunteer Battalions of ¢ƘŜ 5ǳƪŜ ƻŦ /ƻǊƴǿŀƭƭΩǎ [ƛƎƘǘ LƴŦŀƴǘǊȅΦ 

 

In 1908 the Rifle Volunteers were brought closer into the framework of the county regiments and became a part of a new Territorial 

Force. 

 

The relevance of this is that most of the corps set up in the 1850s and 1860s had a band and many of them competed in the various 

brass band contests. This was not always popular as, despite the reference to volunteer, some of the independent bands considered 

that they were professional musicians.
